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Scriptures of Unconditional Love 
They are called Scriptures of Unconditional Love because GOD is 
Unconditional Love (1 John 4:16) and these Scriptures will help us to 
walk in the ways of Unconditional Love. We should live by Unconditional 
Love because Moses commanded it (Leviticus 19:18) and so did Jesus 
the Christ (Matthew 22:37-39). There are an initial thirty of these books 
to be published. Some are still in process but should be ready by the end 
of 2026. Once they are completed, more will be added.  

The Twenty-One Witness books have been updated from their previous 
titles and translations using the South-London English that I grew up 
with. I also replaced the word “church” with “community of GOD’s 
people” and “Lord” with “RULER” as these are more accurate 
translations. These twenty-one were chosen because they do not 
contradict the Old or New Testaments in any way but rather provide us 
with a means to interpret the Holy Bible more accurately and with 
additional knowledge and understanding. 

Nobody had ever told me what was going to happen when I submitted 
my life to Christ on a South-London Street in February 1974, aged 13. I 
had a physical Holy Spirit experience as an “atomic bomb of joy” 
exploded in my being. As I walked along the street, it was like I was 
floating three feet off the ground. That evening, a Spirit person visited 
me and wrote these words in my heart with light and fire, “Do not 
rebuke the church”. The end result of this encounter are these 
Scriptures of Unconditional Love. 

The Four Gospels-In-Advance 
The Gospel of Isaiah 
The Gospel of King David 
The Gospel of Moses 
The Gospel of The Prophets 
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These are the books of Written Miracles. Ancient prophecies and 
predictions scattered throughout the Holy Bible’s Old Testament 
concerning the appearance of Christ. These prophecies were made 
hundreds, some over a thousand, years before Christ appeared. They 
were all miraculously fulfilled with pin-point accuracy by Jesus of 
Bethlehem and Nazareth. There are so many of them that they could 
only have been put there by Holy Spirit. Certain Jewish scholars, who 
did not want Jesus to be their Messiah or Christ, started deleting the 
more obvious prophecies. You can find some of them restored in the 
books of the twenty-one witnesses. It is best to read the Gospels of 
Isaiah and King David first as they will strengthen your faith so that your 
heart can be prepared to receive the teachings and testimonies of the 
twenty-one witnesses.    

The Twenty-One Witnesses 
It is like we have twenty-one new witnesses presenting themselves before 
a court with new evidence and testimonies that GOD is real, and Christ is 
knowable. Some of these witnesses might have come forward from the era 
of ‘Belonging to the Way’ which was from AD 33 (Jesus’s physical and 
spiritual resurrection from the dead) to AD 47 after which time those 
‘Belonging to the Way’ were first called Christians. Most of the other 
witnesses belong to the pre-church era of the Original First Christians. This 
era spanned from AD 47 to AD 155 when Polycarp, the Disciple of John the 
Apostle, was executed for being a Christian by the Roman Empire. The 
Roman Church filled the vacuum with their own authority and ‘brand’ and 
were a powerful influence in starting the new ‘church age’. Eventually, the 
twenty-one witnesses were banned from the New Testament in the fourth 
century by Emperor Constantine’s Roman Church of Christendom, even 
though these scriptures were originally treasured by Christians of the first 
and second centuries. Fearing persecution, holders of the books managed 
to hide them and keep them safe. One thousand two hundred and fifty 
years later they began to be rediscovered again. Silence broken. Christianity 
unrestricted. Let them speak. Let us listen. 
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If they had been allowed to speak and were given their rightful place in 
the New Testament, they would have acted as salt and light to have a 
purifying effect on the religious authorities down the centuries. The 
world would not have experienced the abuses of zealous misguided 
religious powers. There would have been no crusades, no inquisitions, 
no witch hunts, no public burnings and no religious persecutions. There 
would have been no need for European colonialism either as the 
colonised nations would already be worshipping Christ, having 
destroyed their gods. The world would have been a better place as the 
unconditional love of Christ became the new currency that replaced 
cruelty. The Good Confession would have united the community of 
GOD’s people and all the gods would have been annihilated. There 
would also have been no need for GOD to send the Qur’an. Having said 
that, the church has done a vital job in helping to get rid of many gods 
by either destroying or absorbing them. My hope is that these twenty-
one witnesses will serve to destroy the remaining gods in the world 
leaving Devil Satan, who has won the right to remain here, as the sole 
survivor from the original sin rebellion. Hindus and similar, must 
abandon all their gods and worship Krishna alone. You can read the 
books of enlightenment when they have been published, to understand 
more about this. It is also now time for those churches that have 
absorbed pagan gods and practices, to get rid of them. 

The church’s shortcomings can be traced all the way back to AD 154 
when Anicetus, Bishop of Rome, refused to accept the Nisan 14 
Passover date that Polycarp, disciple of apostle John, and the other 
apostles observed, regardless of the day of the week it landed on. 
Anicetus instead kept to what we now know as the Easter dates which 
should be abandoned in favour of Nisan 14. 

The twenty-one witnesses reveal to mankind that all the books of the 
Holy Bible should be read in the context of GOD versus the gods. In this 
war, each one of us finds ourselves at one of five stages.  
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Stage One: Individuals abandon their god(s). It is better to practice 
secular atheism than to worship demons.  
Stage Two: Acknowledge GOD but don’t agree with GOD. 
Presenting oneself regularly before GOD, either in a church or 
some other similar gathering will help your case with your Creator.  
Stage Three: Agree with GOD but don’t obey.   
Stage Four: Try your best to obey GOD.  
Stage Five: Full submission to GOD. This is perfection.

It’s rather like GOD 
opened another front in the war to destroy GOD’s enemies who were 
the gods. Many of the gods were fallen angels, demigods and demons 
being worshipped by mankind.

The books of enlightenment explain the war that has been, currently is 
and will be raging in heaven and on earth until it is won by Christ. They 
also provide a whole lot more information, which when combined with 
the knowledge of the twenty-one witnesses, helps the reader to 
understand life, the universe and everything a whole lot better. 
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Introduction 

This is the second book of written miracles that belongs to 
the collection of the four books of written miracles now 
known as The Four Gospels-In-Advance. The Four Gospels-
In-Advance in turn belongs to the collection of thirty books 
known as the Scriptures of Unconditional Love. The Gospel 
of King David is another ancient prophecy and prediction 
book concerning the appearance of The Christ. This 
prophecy was made around one thousand years before 
Christ appeared. Just as with The Gospel of Isaiah, it was 
miraculously fulfilled with pin-point accuracy by Jesus of 
Bethlehem and Nazareth.  

The written miracle prophecies and predictions of both The 
Gospel of Isaiah and The Gospel of King David belong 
alongside a large number of prophecies from the Holy 
Bible’s Old Testament.

These supernatural Words are worth more than 
pure gold. Everything of value according to this world will 
rot and disappear, but the Words in The Gospel of Isaiah will 
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never pass away but will remain with us forever (Luke 
21:33).  

I have added a new component to be used with the worship 
components in The Gospel of Isaiah: Healing & Working of 
Miracles. I would like everyone to ask GOD for such gifts. 
Many of you reading or hearing The Gospel of Isaiah & The 
Gospel of King David will no longer be in two minds and 
question in your hearts whether these things are true or 
not. Instead, you will now know, beyond any reasonable or 
rational doubt, that these things are indeed true and that 
nothing really exists outside of the truth. All these truths are 
certain, powerful, and established on a sure footing. You will 
now have confidence to ask EHYEH to give you these Holy 
Spirit gifts of GOD so that you can continue to do the work 
of Jesus by destroying the works of Devil-Satan. By healing 
and restoring people, animals, and everything organic, you 
will be glorifying the Name of GOD which is EHYEH ASHER 
EHYEH.

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Introduction To: The Gospel of 
King David 

David, which means "the beloved" in Hebrew, was the 
youngest son of Jesse of Bethlehem, of the house of Judah, 
a descendant of Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, Rahab (ex-
prostitute), Boaz and Ruth. He was also the ancestor of 
Joseph, husband of (virgin) Mary, and therefore the 
ancestor of Jesus as well. Bethlehem is the City of David, the 
same place where Jesus was born. A famous song was 
written about it called Once in Royal David’s City:  

Once in royal David's city, 
Stood a lowly cattle shed, 
Where a mother laid her baby 
In a manger for His bed: 
Mary was that mother mild, 
Jesus Christ her little child. 

David started well as the shepherd boy who killed the giant 
Goliath with a single stone in his slingshot. From there he 
went from strength to strength winning battles as GOD 
enabled him. He became the King of Israel as EHYEH had 
said, “Here is a man after my own heart.” Then, one day he 
stopped fighting and rested in his palace. He committed 
adultery with Bathsheba and murdered her husband. Karma 
(GOD’s Judgement) ensued quickly, and it ended badly. We 
learn from this lesson to keep busy moving forward with the 
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Will of EHYEH instead of resting. If we choose to be lazy then 
disaster awaits us. It was instant karma for David as he was 
not allowed to build the temple and his son Absalom tried 
to overthrow him. Because of this, David became quite a sad 
old man. Nevertheless, the Holy Spirit was able to input 
inspiration into David to write some Psalms for us. Just 
consider Psalm 22; it’s as though David is in the place of 
Jesus looking down upon the scene before him while being 
executed.

Prophecy Made: 1,000 BC 

Prediction Fulfilled: AD 33 by Jesus of Bethlehem and 
Nazareth 

The Prophecy 

My GOD, my GOD, why have You forsaken me? Why are You 
far away from saving me, from the words of my distress? 

My GOD, I call you all day, but You do not answer – also by 
night, continually without stopping. 

But You are holy, living in the praises of Israel. 

Our Fathers trusted You. They trusted, and You always 
rescued them. 

They cried to You and got away safely. They trusted You and 
were never put to shame. 

But I am a worm and not a man. I am scorned by man and 
despised by people. 

All who see me laugh at me. Insults stream out of their 
mouths. They shake their heads saying, "He committed 
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himself to GOD, let GOD save him! Let GOD rescue him 
because GOD’s pleased with him!" 

For You are the person who brought me from the womb, the 
person who caused me to trust when suckling my mother's 
breasts. 

I was thrown onto You from birth, You have been my GOD 
ever since I left my mother’s womb. 

Do not be too far from me because trouble is afoot and 
there is nobody else to help. 

Many young bulls have surrounded me. Powerful bulls from 
Bashan have encircled me. 

They have opened their mouths against me like vicious, 
roaring lions. 

I have been poured out like water, and all my bones are 
dislocated. My heart is like wax. It has melted deep inside 
me. 

My strength has dried up like a piece of broken pottery. My 
tongue sticks to my mouth. You have placed me in the dust 
of death. 

Dogs have surrounded me. An evil mob has encircled me. 
They have pierced my hands and feet. 
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I can count all my bones. People stare and they gloat over 
me. 

They divide my clothes among themselves. They cast lots for 
my clothing. 

Do not be away, my GOD. You are my strength, hurry and 
help me. 

Deliver my soul from the sword, my life from vicious dogs. 

Save me from the lion’s mouth and from the horns of wild 
bulls. You have answered me. 

I will declare Your Name to my brothers. I will praise You in 
the middle of the congregation. 

All who fear GOD, praise him! All you descendants of Jacob, 
glorify him! Stand in awe of him, all you descendants of 
Israel. 

GOD has not despised or hated the affliction of the 
oppressed one.

My praise comes from You while I am in the midst of the 
congregation.

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Throughout the whole earth, people will remember and 
return to GOD. All families from all nations will worship You. 

The only rightful king is GOD, and his dominion is the 
nations. 

All prosperous people on earth will eat and will bow down. 
Before him all those who go down to the dust will kneel in 
front of him, including those who are only just alive. 

There will be descendants who serve him, it will be declared 
to a generation the things of GOD. 

They will tell people who have yet to be born about GOD’s 
righteousness, that he has completed this. 
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Prediction Fulfilment 

(Matthew, Mark, Luke and John) 

They took Jesus to a place known as Golgotha or “The Place 
of the Skull”. They tried to offer him wine there, which was 
mixed with myrrh, but he did not drink it. 

They crucified him. 

After the soldiers had crucified Jesus, they divided up his 
garments into four portions, and each soldier had one. The 
tunic remained but it was seamless because it was made as 
a one-piece from top to bottom. The soldiers then discussed 
it and decided, “We should not rip it. Let us cast lots for it 
instead, to see who wins it.” This fulfilled the Scripture: 

“They divided my garments up between them, then cast lots 
for my clothing.” 

Therefore, that is what the soldiers actually did. 

People that passed by poured abuse on him, shaking their 
heads saying, “You said you were going to destroy the 
temple and rebuild it in three days, now go and save 
yourself! If you really are the Son of GOD, get yourself down 
from the execution wood! He’s supposed to trust in GOD so 
let’s see if GOD saves him, that is, if GOD wants him. After 
all, he did say, ‘I am the Son of GOD’.” 
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In exactly the same manner, the religious rulers and scribes 
laughed at him between themselves, saying, “He so-called 
‘saved’ others, yet he can’t even save himself! Now, let’s see 
the Messiah, the King of Israel himself, get off this execution 
wood. If he does that, then we will believe him.” Those who 
were crucified with him also criticised and taunted him. 

From between twelve noon until three in the afternoon, the 
land was smothered in darkness. At 3pm, Jesus shouted out 
loudly, “Eloi, Eloi, lema sabachthani?” which means, “My 
GOD, My GOD, why have You forsaken me?”  

Having said this, knowing that everything had now been 
successfully accomplished, and also to fulfil the Scriptures, 
Jesus said, “I thirst.” Some sour wine was sitting there in a 
jar. So, they soaked a sponge in the wine, placed it onto a 
twig of hyssop, and raised it up for him to drink of it. Upon 
Jesus receiving the sour wine, he exclaimed, “It is finished!” 
Then bowing his head, he gave up his spirit. 

Now it was the Day of Preparation, and the next day was a 
High Sabbath. So that the dead bodies would not be on the 
execution wood whilst the Sabbath was on, the Jews asked 
Pilate to break their legs and have their bodies taken away. 
Therefore, the soldiers arrived and broke the legs of the first 
man who had been crucified with Jesus along with those of 
the other. 
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However, when they came to Jesus, they realised that he 
was already dead, therefore, they did not break his legs. To 
make sure, a soldier pierced his side with a spear. 
Immediately, blood and water flowed out from the piercing. 

All these things happened for the Scripture to be fulfilled: 
“None of his bones will be broken.” Also, according to 
another Scripture: “They will look on the One who they have 
pierced” (Zechariah 12:10). 

“Look, he is coming amongst the clouds, and every eye will 
look at him – including those who pierced him. All the 
peoples throughout the earth will weep because of him. It 
will be! Amen” …When I looked at him, I fell down at his feet 
as if I had just died. Yet he put his right hand on me and said, 
“Don’t be scared. I am the Beginning and the End, the Living 
One. I was dead, and look, now I am alive forever and ever! 
Now I hold the keys of Death and of Hell” (Revelation 1:7 & 
17–18). 
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Holy Spirit Magic 

My friend Ray in New Zealand, in the ’90s, had a bad back. 
He was in a lot of pain and sometimes found it difficult to go 
to work or even get up from bed. The medical doctors and 
specialists were unable to help so he went to his church 
elders and they prayed for him and anointed him with oil 
(James 5:14). There was no change in his condition. Then, 
against the advice of some from his church, he went to a 
healer. The Māori healer touched his back, said that he had 
found “it”, and then healed “it”. Māori are a highly spiritual 
people. 

This is rather like the event dealt with below where an old 
woman, as a last resort, came to Jesus for healing. Ray’s 
back was healed in accordance with James 5:14, but he first 
had to continue asking (just like the other woman in the 
event shown below) and not give up. There were those in 
the church that opposed him seeing a Māori healer, but as 
it turned out, the Māori healer had the faith and Jesus chose 
to heal, at that time, through the Māori healer and not 
through the church elders. GOD had given this Māori person 
a gift of healing. 

Having stated the above, a Lloyds underwriter I knew in the 
late ’70s called Len, had damaged his back in a British Army 
Land Rover accident. He had to regularly get up from his 
seat at his box in Lloyds of London to walk around for relief 
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from the pain. When I returned to Lloyds after a three-year 
stint in the army in Northern Ireland, Len had been healed. 
A person from a Christian church had the “gift of healing” 
and Jesus had healed Len through him. 

I would like as many people as possible to receive the Holy 
Spirit gifts of healing and working of miracles. Actually, I 
would like you, the reader or hearer, to receive them. By 
doing so, you can follow the example of Jesus and go around 
destroying the works of Devil-Satan. 

Destroying The Devil’s Works 

The reason the Son of GOD came to earth was with the 
ultimate aim of destroying the Devil’s works (1 John 3:8). 

John said, “Rabbi, we came across a man driving out 
demons in your Name, so we told him to stop it because he 
was not part of our group”. Jesus replied, “You should not 
stop him, because nobody who does a miracle in my Name 
will be able to say anything bad about me afterwards. 
Whoever is not against us is for us” (Mark 9: 38–39). 

The Scriptures of Unconditional Love tell us that we are 
observing the phasing-out of death. In the above verse, a 
miracle is performed by a man not aligned to any official 
group. This means that you and I are free to continue 
working with Christ as individuals to destroy Devil-Satan’s 
work. We do not need to have any alignment with, or 
permission from, any group or person – whether a church, 
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mosque, temple, religious organisation, or any of their 
leaders. 

Everything organic can be helped, saved, or healed in the 
Name of Jesus. It was all originally part of GOD anyway but 
without the death in it. Calling on the Name of EHYEH brings 
life and destroys death. So, go ahead and use Holy Spirit 
magic to apply Holy Spirit material (material with no death 
in it i.e., GOD’s Name, Spirit, Unconditional Love & Word 
applied in this material world of Maya) to everything that is 
organic – people, animals, plants and everything in all 
creation. We are told to declare this Good News Gospel to 
all creation (Mark 16:15). 

Speak Holy Spirit Words, which is EHYEH, over everything 
that is needy. Touch creation with your hands or touch the 
recipient with the books of Scriptures of Unconditional Love 
as they contain a lot of Holy Spirit material – especially The 
Gospel of Isaiah, The Gospel of King David, The Gospel of 
Moses, The Gospel of The Prophets (The Four Gospels-In-
Advance) and the Witness of Jesus. Holy Spirit material is 
the physical substance of GOD, which is Word, Spirit, 
Unconditional Love & Name. By reciting or singing or 
hearing GOD’s Name (such as in The SoUL Song) you are 
applying Holy Spirit material to the person, animal, 
creature, or plant. 

Young or old, male or female, black or white, able, or 
unable, everybody can apply Holy Spirit substance to 
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anything that is not well. This is Holy Spirit magic. It needs 
to be done consistently and without any doubt or negative 
words. I hope everyone will become skilled in using Holy 
Spirit magic. Jesus had his own power but there are a 
number of lessons he showed us for our use. Here are a few 
of them: 

 
The Woman and the Judge – Luke 18:1–8 

Then Jesus told his disciples a parable to impress upon them 
that they should always pray and not lose heart. “In a 
certain town there was a judge who neither feared GOD nor 
cared for other people. There was a widow in that town who 
kept coming to him saying, ‘Give me justice against the 
person opposing me.’ 

“For a long time he refused but in the end he reasoned to 
himself, ‘I don’t fear GOD and have no respect for other 
people, but because this woman keeps pestering me, I will 
see that she gets her justice – otherwise she’ll wear me out 
pestering me!’ ” 

Then the RULER explained, “Observe what the unjust judge 
said. Will GOD not bring about justice for his chosen people, 
who cry out to him day and night? Will he keep delaying 
them? I tell you; he will quickly judge in their favour. But, 
when the Son of Man comes, will he find such trust on 
earth?” 
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LESSON: Never stop pestering GOD. 

 
Jairus’s Daughter – Mark 5:21–43 

Jesus crossed to the other side of the lake by boat and a 
sizeable crowd gathered around him. One of the synagogue 
officials, called Jairus, approached him and fell at his feet. 
He pleaded desperately with him, “My little daughter is near 
death, please come and lay your hands on her so that she 
will get well and live.” 

Jesus went with him. A large crowd followed pressing all 
around him. A woman was there who had haemorrhaged 
for twelve years. She had suffered much under many 
physicians and had spent all her money, but instead of 
getting better she got worse. She heard about Jesus so came 
up behind him in the crowd and touched his robe. She 
thought, “Even if I just touch his clothing, I will be healed.” 
Instantly her bleeding stopped, and she felt in her body that 
she had been healed of her disease. 

Immediately Jesus knew that power had gone out of him. 
He turned around in the crowd and asked, “Who touched 
my clothing?” 

“You see the people pressing up against you and yet you ask 
who touched you?” his disciples said. 
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But Jesus kept looking around to see who had done it. The 
woman, frightened and fearful because she knew what had 
happened to her, came forward and fell at his feet and told 
him the whole truth. Jesus said to her, “Daughter, your trust 
has healed you. Go in peace and be healed from your 
disease.” 

While still speaking, people came from Jairus’s house and 
said, “Your daughter is dead, don’t bother the teacher 
anymore.” 

Jesus ignored them and told the synagogue official, “Don’t 
be afraid; just trust me.” Nobody was allowed to follow him 
except Peter, James, and John the brother of James. When 
they came to the synagogue official’s house there was a 
commotion, people were crying and wailing loudly. Jesus 
went in and said to them, “Why all this commotion and 
crying? The child hasn’t died, she’s merely asleep.” They 
ridiculed him. 

Jesus had them all chucked out. Then he took the child’s 
father and mother and those disciples with him and went to 
see the child. He took her hand and said to her, “Talitha 
kumi!” (Little girl, I tell you to get up!”). Instantly the girl got 
up and started walking around – she was twelve years old. 
Everyone was completely amazed. Jesus gave strict orders 
not to tell anybody about what had just happened, then he 
told them to feed the child.

LESSON: It is OK to come to Jesus for salvation or healing 
after all other options have failed. Whatever Jesus says will 
eventually happen. Don’t listen to doubters and don’t join 
their negativity; keep your mouth firmly shut! Say nothing 
and let GOD’s Word happen. It would have been tempting 
for Jairus to blame his daughter’s death on Jesus being 
held up by the woman. Instead, he believed Jesus and not 
the negative doubters. Mark 4:35–41 is another example 
where Jesus’s words “let’s cross to the other side” proved 
true when his disciples doubted in the face of a windstorm 
disaster. Both Jairus and the sick woman humbled 
themselves. Our attitude should also be one of humility 
before GOD. 

“…so is my word that goes out from my mouth – It will 
not return to me unfulfilled but will accomplish what I 
want and achieve the successful result for which I sent it” 
(Isaiah 55:11). 

 
Healing Disciples – Matthew 10:1 & 7–8 

Jesus called together his twelve disciples to him and gave 
them authority to drive out unclean spirits and to heal every 
kind of disease and weakness… “As you go, proclaim ‘the 
kingdom of heaven is close by’. Heal the sick, raise the dead, 
cleanse those who have leprosy, drive out demons. Freely 
you have received, so freely give without asking for 
payment.” 
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LESSON: Jesus has never cancelled, withdrawn or changed 
those instructions. This means you can consider yourself 
commissioned by Jesus to go and do likewise. Know this 
for certain: GOD’s Word will never return empty or 
unfulfilled (Isaiah 55:11). 

 
King Hezekiah Granted Extra Fifteen Years of Life  
– Isaiah 38:1–5 

In those days, Hezekiah became ill to the point of death. 
Isaiah the prophet, son of Amoz, went to him and said, 
“Here is what GOD says: ‘Put your house in order, because 
you are going to die; you will not survive’.” 

Hezekiah turned his face to the wall and prayed to GOD, “I 
implore you, GOD, to remember that I have lived before you 
truthfully and with my heart’s devotion. I have done what is 
good in your eyes.” Then Hezekiah cried bitterly. 

Then the word of GOD came to Isaiah: “Go and tell 
Hezekiah, ‘this is what the GOD of your ancestor David, says: 
‘I have heard your prayer and seen your tears; because of 
that I will now add an extra fifteen years to your life’.”  

LESSON: Turning to GOD alone and asking GOD for 
something with true tears can change GOD’s decision on 
anything, even a death.  
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Your Holy Spirit Gift – 1 Corinthians 12:7–11 

“Now to each individual person is given a particular showing 
of the Spirit than can be used for the common good. To each 
person through the Spirit is given: 

• Wisdom 

• Word of knowledge 

• Faith 

• Gifts of healing 

• Working of miracles 

• Prophecy 

• Ability to judge between spirits 

• Speaking in different kinds of tongues 

• Interpretation of tongues. 

All these are the work of one and the same Spirit, and he 
distributes them to each one, just as he chooses.” – The 
Apostle Paul. 

LESSON: When you engage with GOD eagerly ask for the 
Holy Spirit gift of healing and miracle-working because, in 
verse 31, we are told to eagerly desire the greater gifts. Be 
content with whatever gift the Holy Spirit gives you. Never 
lose sight of the fact that the whole of the next chapter in 
1 Corinthians 13 is dedicated to Unconditional Love which 
is greater than any gift of the Holy Spirit.

Spread the word around to everyone that they should go 
and get a Holy Spirit gift and apply Holy Spirit magic against 
Devil-Satan. In Matthew 5:45 Jesus said, “…that you may be 
children of your Father in heaven. He causes his sun to rise 
on the evil and the good and sends rain on the righteous and 
the unrighteous.” This means that everyone, excluding no-
one, is eligible to receive a Holy Spirit gift – even the sinful! 
So, don’t say “I am not worthy”, “I am a sinner”, “I am too 
bad”. Rubbish! Christ took the punishment for all of our sins 
in our place. It’s done, it’s over. You are now set free to serve 
GOD. But there is more, and it gets even better: 

 
You Can Do Greater Works Than Jesus Did – John 14:12 

Get this – Jesus said, “I tell you for certain that if you trust in 
me, you will do the same works that I am doing. In fact, your 
works will be greater than mine because I am going to the 
Father.” 

Do you know what that entitles you and me to? It entitles 
us to destroy Devil-Satan’s works with greater power than 
Jesus employed. Jesus said, “Is it because you have seen me 
that you trust in me? Happy, secure and favoured by GOD 
are those who have not seen me, but trust in me 
regardless!” (John 20:29).  

So, what should we do with this power that Christ has gifted 
us with? We should stop living our lives according to this 
temporary world system’s ways and values – they will be 
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totally annihilated by Jesus upon his return anyway. Instead, 
we should, right now, live our lives as if the Kingdom of GOD 
had already cancelled and replaced the Kingdom of Devil-
Satan on earth. In a spirit of humble gentleness and awe of 
EHYEH ASHER EHYEH, we should go on all-out attack against 
every sickness, disease, illness, ailment and disability of 
every kind and description, and destroy them. Remember 
Jesus said, “The reason the Son of GOD came to earth was 
with the ultimate aim of destroying the Devil’s works” (1 
John 3:8). 

LESSON: Do what you can to rid the earth of Devil-Satan’s 
inflictions of pain and suffering.  
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The Good Confession 

We agree with the apostles and believe that there is only 
one Healer who is made of both flesh and spirit, born and 
unborn, GOD in the flesh, true life surrounded by death, son 
of Mary and Son of GOD, initially experiencing suffering 
then afterwards beyond suffering – Jesus the Christ, our 
RULER. 

For our GOD, Jesus the Christ: 

• Was conceived in Mary’s womb according to the pre-
planning of GOD and by the Holy Spirit 

• Is physically descended from the line of David according 
to ancestry 

• Is the Son of GOD according to the will and power of 
GOD 

• Was born the son of Mary when she was still a virgin 

• Ate and drank among us, both before being killed and 
after being raised up to life again 

• Was baptised by John in order that all righteousness 
might be fulfilled by him 

• Was nailed and crucified for us in his physical body 
under Pontius Pilate and Herod the Tetrarch 

• Died in full sight of persons in heaven, on earth, and 
under the earth 
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• Was physically and spiritually raised from the dead 
when his Father raised him up 

• Was touched and handled by his disciples after his 
resurrection. His disciples then saw that he was 
composed of flesh whilst being spiritually united with 
the Father at the same time. For this reason, his 
disciples also treated death with the same contempt. 

He suffered all these things for our sakes so that we might 
be saved and likewise be raised up from the dead by the 
Father if we exercise trust in Jesus the Christ.  

He has raised up a standard for all ages through his 
resurrection, to rally together his holy and faithful people 
whether among Jews or non-Jews, in the one body of the 
community of GOD’s people.
