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Scriptures of Unconditional Love

They are called Scriptures of Unconditional Love because GOD is
Unconditional Love (1 John 4:16) and these Scriptures will help us to
walk in the ways of Unconditional Love. We should live by Unconditional
Love because Moses commanded it (Leviticus 19:18) and so did Jesus
the Christ (Matthew 22:37-39). There are an initial thirty of these books
to be published. Some are still in process but should be ready by the end
of 2026. Once they are completed, more will be added.

The Twenty-One Witness books have been updated from their previous
titles and translations using the South-London English that | grew up
with. | also replaced the word “church” with “community of GOD’s
people” and “Lord” with “RULER” as these are more accurate
translations. These twenty-one were chosen because they do not
contradict the Old or New Testaments in any way but rather provide us
with a means to interpret the Holy Bible more accurately and with
additional knowledge and understanding.

Nobody had ever told me what was going to happen when | submitted
my life to Christ on a South-London Street in February 1974, aged 13. |
had a physical Holy Spirit experience as an “atomic bomb of joy”
exploded in my being. As | walked along the street, it was like | was
floating three feet off the ground. That evening, a Spirit person visited
me and wrote these words in my heart with light and fire, “Do not
rebuke the church”. The end result of this encounter are these
Scriptures of Unconditional Love.

These are the books of Written Miracles. Ancient prophecies and
predictions scattered throughout the Holy Bible’s Old Testament
concerning the appearance of Christ. These prophecies were made
hundreds, some over a thousand, years before Christ appeared. They
were all miraculously fulfilled with pin-point accuracy by Jesus of
Bethlehem and Nazareth. There are so many of them that they could
only have been put there by Holy Spirit. Certain Jewish scholars, who
did not want Jesus to be their Messiah or Christ, started deleting the
more obvious prophecies. You can find some of them restored in the
books of the twenty-one witnesses. It is best to read the Gospels of
Isaiah and King David first as they will strengthen your faith so that your
heart can be prepared to receive the teachings and testimonies of the
twenty-one witnesses.

The Twenty-One Witnesses

It is like we have twenty-one new witnesses presenting themselves before
a court with new evidence and testimonies that GOD is real, and Christ is
knowable. Some of these witnesses might have come forward from the era
of ‘Belonging to the Way’ which was from AD 33 (Jesus’s physical and
spiritual resurrection from the dead) to AD 47 after which time those
‘Belonging to the Way’ were first called Christians. Most of the other
witnesses belong to the pre-church era of the Original First Christians. This
era spanned from AD 47 to AD 155 when Polycarp, the Disciple of John the
Apostle, was executed for being a Christian by the Roman Empire. The
Roman Church filled the vacuum with their own authority and ‘brand’ and
were a powerful influence in starting the new ‘church age’. Eventually, the
twenty-one witnesses were banned from the New Testament in the fourth
century by Emperor Constantine’s Roman Church of Christendom, even
though these scriptures were originally treasured by Christians of the first
and second centuries. Fearing persecution, holders of the books managed
to hide them and keep them safe. One thousand two hundred and fifty
years later they began to be rediscovered again. Silence broken. Christianity
unrestricted. Let them speak. Let us listen.

If they had been allowed to speak and were given their rightful place in
the New Testament, they would have acted as salt and light to have a
purifying effect on the religious authorities down the centuries. The
world would not have experienced the abuses of zealous misguided
religious powers. There would have been no crusades, no inquisitions,
no witch hunts, no public burnings and no religious persecutions. There
would have been no need for European colonialism either as the
colonised nations would already be worshipping Christ, having
destroyed their gods. The world would have been a better place as the
unconditional love of Christ became the new currency that replaced
cruelty. The Good Confession would have united the community of
GOD’s people and all the gods would have been annihilated. There
would also have been no need for GOD to send the Qur’an. Having said
that, the church has done a vital job in helping to get rid of many gods
by either destroying or absorbing them. My hope is that these twenty-
one witnesses will serve to destroy the remaining gods in the world
leaving Devil Satan, who has won the right to remain here, as the sole
survivor from the original sin rebellion. Hindus and similar, must
abandon all their gods and worship Krishna alone. You can read the
books of enlightenment when they have been published, to understand
more about this. It is also now time for those churches that have
absorbed pagan gods and practices, to get rid of them.

The church’s shortcomings can be traced all the way back to AD 154
when Anicetus, Bishop of Rome, refused to accept the Nisan 14
Passover date that Polycarp, disciple of apostle John, and the other
apostles observed, regardless of the day of the week it landed on.
Anicetus instead kept to what we now know as the Easter dates which
should be abandoned in favour of Nisan 14.

The twenty-one witnesses reveal to mankind that all the books of the
Holy Bible should be read in the context of GOD versus the gods. In this
war, each one of us finds ourselves at one of five stages.
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Stage One: Individuals abandon their god(s). It is better to practice
secular atheism than to worship demons.

Stage Two: Acknowledge GOD but don’t agree with GOD.
Presenting oneself regularly before GOD, either in a church or
some other similar gathering will help your case with your Creator.
Stage Three: Agree with GOD but don’t obey.

Stage Four: Try your best to obey GOD.

Stage Five: Full submission to GOD. This is perfection.

Introduction To: The Witness of
Two Paths of Light & Darkness

When was it written?

AD 55? Most experts date it anytime between AD 70 and AD
135. This is because they have not unstitched it from a
composite writing commonly known as the Epistle of
Barnabas. The Two Ways section is similar in many aspects
to the Two Ways of Life and Death. Again, the date AD 55 is
reasonable. It could be even earlier. The Two Ways teaching
was found among the Essene Jews of the Dead Sea Scrolls
community at Qumran. It was in a writing called The
Community Rule. 1t would have been a relatively simple task
to update this document into this Christian version. This
now appears to have been done at least twice in the first
century.

Where was it written?

Jerusalem is as good a guess as any. Some experts believe
it’s from Alexandria in Egypt.

Who wrote it?

Jews that had become Christians? It was unlikely to have
been Barnabas as the author.



Why was it written?

The words and teachings of Jesus the Christ and the
Apostles were so precious that Jewish Christians would have
been quick to capture their sayings in the standard format
of the day. Experts believe it was used as a teaching tool for
those about to join the community of GOD’s people through
baptism.

What authority does it have?

It was counted by Clement of Alexandria, Origen, and
Jerome as equal to the books of the New Testament. The
Epistle of Barnabas follows Revelation in the New Testament
in the fourth-century Codex Sinaiticus.

(Note: Jerome was born in the Roman province of Dalmatia in AD 347. He
translated most of the Holy Bible from Greek into Latin. By AD 390 he had started
translating the Hebrew Bible from the original Hebrew into Latin to help create
the Latin Vulgate Bible, which is the second oldest Bible in the world to the Codex
Sinaiticus. He wrote commentaries on the four Gospels along with a multitude
of other writings).

How was it rediscovered?

In 1859 it was discovered as one of the books of the Codex
Sinaiticus, the earliest complete New Testament in
existence, and published by scholar Constantin von
Tischendorf in 1862. It follows directly after The Book of
Revelation and before The Shepherd of Hermas.



Interesting points

Commands us not to abort an unborn baby whilst the
Holy Bible only infers it. This is the second writing of
Scriptures of Unconditional Love that issues this
command.

Provides us with insight into the activity of angels.
Angels of light are spirit persons over the way of light
and angels of darkness are spirit persons over the way
of darkness. These angels actively try to influence us
either towards good or evil, yet it is we ourselves who
are responsible for our actions and will have to give an
account for them when we are brought to judgement.



THE WITNESS OF TWO PATHS OF
LIGHT & DARKNESS

There are two paths of teaching and authority, one of light
and one of darkness. There is a great difference between
the two paths.

Over the first are stationed light-bringing angels of GOD, but
over the other, angels of Devil-Satan. The former being from
the RULER who is from eternity and is everlasting, the latter
being from the Ruler of this world of sin.

The Path of Light

If any person desires to journey to the perfect place, he
must be enthusiastic in his good works.

The knowledge that has been given to us to walk in this way
is as follows:

e Love him who created you.

e Highly respect him who made you.

e  Glorify him who redeemed you from death.
e Be purein heart and strong in spirit.

e Do not join in with those who walk on the path of
death.

e Hate everything that GOD is not pleased with.



Hate all hypocrisy.
Do not abandon the commandments of GOD.

Do not exalt yourself, but instead be humble minded in
every respect.

Do not desire self-glory.

Do not hatch evil plans against your neighbour.

Do not allow yourself to become arrogant.

Do not have sexual relations outside of marriage.

Do not commit adultery.

Do not corrupt boys.

Do not mix impurity with speaking the Word of GOD.

Do not take sides or show favouritism when cautioning
someone about their sins.

Be gentle, peaceable and one who highly respects the
Word that you have heard.

Do not entertain evil thoughts against your brother.
Do not be in two minds over your decisions.
Do not take the Name of GOD in vain.

Unconditionally love your neighbour more than your
own life.

Do not abort an unborn child.

Do not kill a newborn baby or young child.



Do not neglect your responsibility to your son or
daughter, but you must teach them to highly respect
GOD from childhood.

Do not desire to own your neighbour’s goods.
Do not allow greed into your life.

Do not join in with the arrogant but join in with humble
and righteous people instead.

Welcome the trials that you face as good things
because nothing happens without GOD’s knowledge.

Do not be in two minds or fork tongued. A forked
tongue is a deadly trap.

Obey your masters as if they represent GOD with a high
respect and caution.

Do not angrily order about your servants who trust in
the same GOD as you. They might stop highly
respecting GOD who is over you both. He does not
come to men because of their outward appearance, but
only to those whom the Spirit has prepared.

Share all things with your neighbour and do not claim
that anything is your own property. If you are sharers in
that which is indestructible and eternal, you should
share even more in temporary things that can decay.

Do not be quick to speak for the mouth is a deadly trap.

Do what you can to keep your spirit pure.
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Do not be someone who is quick to hold out your hand
to receive but is tight-fisted when it comes to giving.

Unconditionally love “as the apple of your eye” all who
speak the Word of GOD to you.

Remember the Day of Judgement night and day.

Try and find other members of the community of GOD’s
people every day. You could work hard for the Word,
such as use it to strengthen others, save spirits or you
could do some good works as a ransom for your sins.

Do not hesitate to give or grumble when giving, then
you will get to know the good paymaster of rewards.

Carefully guard the commandments which you have
received, adding nothing to them and taking away
nothing from them.

Hate Devil-Satan and the works of Devil-Satan.
Judge righteously.

Do not cause a split or schism, instead make peace and
bring together those that have divided.

Confess your sins.

Do not pray with a bad conscience.

That is the path of light.
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The Path of Darkness

But the path of the Black One is crooked and full of curses,
for it is the path of eternal death and punishment.

It’s the way that contains the things that destroy people’s
souls:

Conclusion

It is good therefore that he who has learned all the
commandments of GOD written here should walk in them.
For he who does these things will be glorified in the
Kingdom of GOD, and he who goes in the opposite direction
shall be destroyed along with his works. For this reason,
there is going to be a resurrection where justice will be
administered either awarding rewards or condemning for
punishment.
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Fasting

Whilst there are many differences between the two, there
is still a remarkable similarity between The Witness of Two
Ways of Life & Death and The Witness of Two Paths of Light
& Darkness. Leaving nothing to chance, we should take both
documents as a double witness that we should always be
conscious of the two ways of good and evil — the Kingdom
of Jesus and the Kingdom of Devil-Satan. So vital was this
awareness, that baptisms were not carried out until the
person had become familiar with the teachings of The
Witness of Two Ways of Life & Death. This is why The
Witness of Two Ways of Life & Death: Contract Agreement
has been created so that people can have certainty in their
salvation in accordance with the ways of EHYEH — for
everyone who calls on the Name of GOD will be saved (Joel
2:32 & Romans 10:13). Having signed the contract, one is
ready to be baptised. First though, they need to fast. Here is
how the very first original Christians fasted. It is taken from
one of the books of Scriptures of Unconditional Love called
The Shepherd:

Hermas: Whilst | was sitting on a certain mountain, fasting
and giving thanks to the RULER for all that he had done for
me, | suddenly noticed the Shepherd sitting next to me.

The Shepherd: “Why are you here this early in the

morning?”’

Hermas: “I am keeping my post.”

The Shepherd: “What type of post?”
Hermas: “A fast.”

The Shepherd: “What kind of fast?”
Hermas: “The same one that | always do.”

The Shepherd: “You don’t know how to fast to the RULER.
You are not fasting, what you are doing is useless.”

Hermas: “Why do you say that?”

The Shepherd: “I tell you that this fast you think you are
doing is not really a fast. Listen, | will tell you of the kind of
fast that is totally acceptable to the RULER. GOD does not
want vain fasts. By fasting in this way to GOD you do nothing
for righteousness. Instead, fast to GOD in the following

manner:
e Do nothing wicked in your life

e  Serve the RULER with a pure heart

e Follow His commandments

e  Walk in His ways

e Permit no evil desire to arise in your heart

e  FExercise trust in GOD.
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“If you do these things, fear Him and exercise self-control
over every evil deed, you will walk with GOD. If you do these
things you will achieve a great fast that is totally acceptable
to GOD. If you keep the commandments of GOD, your fasting
will be very good. This then is the way you should keep this
fast:

1. Keep yourself from every evil word

2. Keep yourself from every evil desire

3. Purify yourself from all the vanities of this world.

“If you keep these things your fast will be perfect, providing
on the day that you fast you do the following:

1. Abstain from the choice foods you would normally have
eaten

2. Eatonly bread and drink only water

3. Set aside the cost difference on the food and drink you
usually would have spent

4. Give the money to a widow, an orphan or someone else
in need.

“In this way your soul will become humble, and the
consequence of your humility is that the receiver will also be
humbled and pray to the RULER for you. Should you carry
out the fast in this manner as | have commanded you, your
sacrifice will be acceptable in the eyes of GOD. Your fast will
be remembered because the service performed is joyous and
acceptable to the RULER. You should follow these things and
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get your children and all your household to observe them
also so that you all will be blessed.”

(Note: Scriptures of Unconditional Love instructs us to fast two days a week. For
those who are young, sick or pregnant, | would suggest adding vegetables also.
For those who are healthy, you can choose to exclude bread and water from your
fast. The fasting period usually starts from sunrise to sunset, before which, it
would be wise to drink a lot of water.)
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The Thanksgiving Love Feed

After a person was baptised, they would partake in a Love
Feed also known as “The Thanksgiving.” This was a meal that
the lovers of GOD would share in. It provided a good feed for
everyone. The rich would use this opportunity to serve
EHYEH by sharing their wealth with the poor and vulnerable.
In the Kingdom of Jesus, everyone is of equal value and
equally loved. No lover of Christ would be in want of food,
clothing, shelter, warmth, health care and unconditional love.

But it is much more than food and drink. This food and drink
have been mingled with the Holy Spirit. It no longer belongs
to this world, instead, it belongs in heaven as it has
miraculous properties.

In Scriptures of Unconditional Love, we read how Ignatius, a
friend of Polycarp the Disciple of Apostle John, explains the
Love Feed:

“I desire GOD’s bread which is the flesh of Jesus the
Christ who is from the seed of David, and | desire GOD’s
drink which is his blood — an incorruptible love feed. See
to it that you are careful to obey the chief overseer
(GOD) and the overseers (Apostles), breaking one bread
which is the medicine of immortality and the antidote
to death that results in everlasting life in unity with
Jesus the Christ.”
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The Medicine of Immortality & The Antidote
to Death.

This miracle Holy Spirit food and drink is so potent that it
grants us immortality and saves us from death. It is the true
Elixir of Life that many mystics down the ages have searched
for.

Here is how Scriptures of Unconditional Love teaches us to
partake in it:

‘With regards to The Thanksgiving give thanks like this:
Firstly, give respect to the cup:

We thank You Father for the holy vine of Your servant
David that You have made known to us through Jesus
Your Son. Yours is the glory forever and ever.

Secondly, give respect to the broken bread:

We thank You Father for the life and knowledge that you
made known to us through Jesus Your Son. Yours is the
glory forever and ever.

In the same way that this bread was broken and
scattered over the mountains then gathered back
together into one loaf, let Your community of GOD’s
people be gathered together from the ends of the earth
into Your kingdom. Yours is the glory and the power
through Jesus the Christ forever and ever!
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No one is to eat or drink of this Thanksgiving unless they
have been baptised into the Name of the RULER. With
respect to this, the RULER has said, “You must not give holy
things to the pet dogs.”

After you have had enough to eat and drink, give thanks as
follows:

We thank You Holy Father for your Holy Name which
you have made to live in our hearts. We thank you too
for the knowledge, faith and immortality that You have
made known to us through Jesus Your Son. Yours is the
glory forever and ever!

Almighty Master, You created all things for Your Name’s
sake and gave food and drink for people to enjoy that
they might give thanks to you. To us though, You have
provided food and drink mingled with your Spirit and
eternal life through Your Son. Above all, we thank You
because You are mighty. Yours is the glory forever and
ever!

RULER, keep in mind Your community of GOD’s people.
Deliver her from all evil and perfect her in Your love.
Make her holy and gather her together from the four
winds into the kingdom that You have prepared for her.

Yours is the power and the glory forever and ever! Let
grace come and let this world pass away. Hosanna to
the GOD of David. If any person follows you then they
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can come, if anyone does not follow you, then they
should turn from their wrongdoing. Maranatha come
dear RULER. Let it be.

Allow the prophets though, to give thanks how they want.

The Good Confession

We agree with the Apostles and believe that there is only

one Healer who is made of both flesh and spirit, born and

unborn, GOD in the flesh, true life surrounded by death, son

of Mary and Son of GOD, initially experiencing suffering

then afterwards beyond suffering — Jesus the Christ our
RULER.

For our GOD, Jesus the Christ:

Was conceived in Mary’s womb according to the pre-
planning of GOD and by the Holy Spirit

Is physically descended from the line of David according
to ancestry

Is the Son of GOD according to the will and power of
GOD

Was born the son of Mary when she was still a virgin

Ate and drank among us, both before being killed and
after being raised up to life again

Was baptised by John in order that all righteousness
might be fulfilled by him

Was nailed and crucified for us in his physical body
under Pontius Pilate and Herod the Tetrarch

Died in full sight of persons in heaven, on earth, and
under the earth
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e Was physically and spiritually raised from the dead
when his Father raised him up

e Was touched and handled by his disciples after his
resurrection. His disciples then saw that he was
composed of flesh whilst being spiritually united with
the Father at the same time. For this reason, his
disciples also treated death with the same contempt.

He suffered all these things for our sakes so that we might
be saved and likewise be raised up from the dead by the
Father if we exercise trust in Jesus the Christ.

He has raised up a standard for all ages through his
resurrection, to rally together his holy and faithful people
whether among Jews or non-Jews, in the one body of the
community of GOD’s people.
